Hathersage Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

 on 8 June 2010. 

Present – Councillors CJ Cartledge (Chair), J Dietsch, D Jackson, R Olle, HJ Rodgers, J Shuttleworth & A Schofield.

In attendance – CF Cave (Treasurer), J Robins (Clerk), Outseats Parish Councillor S Taylor & 2 members of the public.

Public participation

1. Two members of Hathersage playgroup attended to show the Council plans for a play area outside the Peak Time building. The cost will be £26,000 of which £16,500 has already been secured through grants. The playgroup has raised a further £5,000 leaving £4,000 outstanding and the group is seeking the support of the Parish Council to meet the shortfall.  The Council suggested funding groups that the playgroup could apply to and promised to discuss the proposal at the July meeting.
2. There was no report from District Councillors. 

3. PC Richardson attended and gave a report. There had been 32 incidents and 15 crimes in the Hathersage area in the past month including theft, assault, burglary, suspicious activity and drugs offences. There had been two incidents of nuisance behaviour by youths, an improvement on previous months.
King George’s Field Trust

1. This year’s donation of £4,000 from Sir Hugh & Lady Sykes been received, the fourth of five annual donations. Total funds stand at approximately £34,000.

2. There had been no requests for donations.

3. Accounts for payment. The schedule of accounts for payment totalling £25.00 was approved.

Council meeting

1. Apologies.

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs Tibenham & Wain. 

2.  Members declaration of interest.

Cllr Schofield declared an interest in item 11.3.

3. Minutes.

The minutes of the meeting held on 4 May were approved. 

4. Planning Applications.

None.

5. Planning Decisions.

5.1. NP/DDD/0210/0144, Windy Nook, Booths Edge. Granted.
5.2. NP/DDD/1209/1091, Riverside Herb Centre, Castleton Road. Granted.

6. Financial matters.

6.1. The Council noted that the Internal Auditor had completed his audit and that his report contained no matters of concern that he wished to bring to the Council's attention. The Council asked the clerk to write to the Internal Auditor expressing the Council’s thanks.
6.2. The Council agreed to hold its annual internal audit review at a meeting on Tuesday 22 June 2010 at 6.30 pm.

6.3. The signature of the VAT direct debit was approved.

6.4. The treasurer reported that the Natwest deposit account was only paying .1% interest. The Council agreed that he should investigate alternative accounts and will discuss the matter further at the July meeting.
6.5. The monthly accounts as previously circulated were approved.
6.6. Accounts for payment totalling £19,044.72 (including £901.49 VAT) as previously circulated were approved. 

6.7. Councillors Cartledge and Rodgers were authorised to sign cheques at the July meeting.

7. Appointment of new Councillor. The Council had received 3 applications and was impressed by the quality and experience of the candidates. Peter Mander was unanimously co-opted on to the Council to fill the vacancy created by the death of Councillor Wilkinson.
8. Consultations. Derbyshire and Derby Mineral Core Strategy Key Issues and Options Report. The Chair will reply to this on behalf of the Council.
9. Correspondence.

9.1. The annual  Liaison Meeting between Parish Councils and PDNPA will take place on Monday 12 July 2010 at Aldern House, 6.30 pm. Cllrs Cartledge & Rodgers and the clerk will attend. The Council would like to raise two items for discussion, the determination of contiguous villages for social housing and the refusal of planning permission for the fence at Morley Lodge.

9.2. A DCC bus shelter lighting survey had been received. The clerk will complete this on behalf of the Council
9.3. A DCC gritting survey had been received. This was completed at the meeting.
9.4. The Council had received an email re parking of police van by the bus bay on Sheffield Road. As this is not a regular occurrence and there had recently been some criminal damage in the area, the council decided to take no action.
9.5. The Council had received a letter re mowing of verge across from School Lane. The comments in the letter were noted but the verges are cut by DCC and there is a potential road safety issue if they are not cut. The clerk will ask the correspondent to take the matter up with DCC.
9.6. An email had been received re notices on telegraph poles. The clerk will remind residents via the Hathersage News that notices should be removed promptly once the event is over.
9.7. A notification had been received of the intention of a mobile fish & chip shop to visit Hathersage every Tuesday between 3.30 and 7.00 pm. Councillors noted that its first visit had been this evening and it had parked at the entrance to The Crofts.
10. Village Matters.

10.1. The clerk had written asking whether the access code for Brookfield Manor Drive could be publicised in the annual report. As the annual report has now been published the access code will be in next year’s annual report.
10.2. Booths Edge Lease. The lease runs out in March 2011. The Council agreed that the treasurer will invite the tenants to renew the lease on  the same terms at an increased annual rent of £360.

10.3. Registering of small lay-by above High Lees on Sheffield Road. The Council believes it owns this piece of land but does not have the deeds and is therefore unable to register it.

10.4 Condition of bus shelter. The council agreed tha the bus shelter is in a disgraceful condition. Local volunteers are willing to decorate it. The clerk has written in the past to DCC asking permission for this to be carried out. She will now write requesting a meeting to try and resolve the issue. Copies will be sent to the County Councillors.

10.5. Litter on Crofts car park. Complaints had been received about the litter on the car park at The Crofts. The clerk will ask Dales Housing for it to be regularly tidied.
11. Recreation Committee.  The minutes of the meeting held on 11 May had been circulated. 

11.1. It was noted that Lee Drew, the Operations Manager had resigned.
11.2. The Council approved the interim arrangements by Ashley Watts to ensure the smooth running of the pool until a replacement could be found. Details of the arrangements are as follows:-

1. D. Turvey to attend Tuesday mornings, Wednesday afternoons and all day on a Saturday or Sunday.

2. A. Watts to attend on a Wednesday afternoon and a Friday (late) afternoon.


3. Consider increasing B. Schofield and S. Somerset’s rate of pay to just above a Supervisor, and increase P. Jones to Head Attendant.  Also consider enhancing D. Turvey’s rate to £9.42 p/hr.


4. Introduce a new staffing and cleaning rota, this will be signed off at the end of the week by either S. Somerset or B. Schofield and either A. Watts or D. Turvey.  Any areas of concern will be addressed appropriately.


5. D. Turvey and A. Watts to provide a calendar of events for staff training; this will be displayed in the Office.  Calendar will incorporate an attendance register.


6. A. Watts to introduce a series of Customer Care training sessions within the staff training programme.
The Council is grateful to AEW for organising the changes and the clerk was asked to write a letter of thanks. Clle Olle expressed concerns that the staff was inexperienced but was assured by the Recreation Committee that the staff with added responsibility had been on the necessary training courses and would work hard in order to ensure the pool runs well and efficiently.
11.3. It was agreed to increase the wages of the pool staff who are taking on extra responsibility as follows -

· D Turvey to £9.42 per hour

· R Schofield and S Somerset to £8.50 per hour

These rates to apply to all hours worked.
