Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

 on 4 May 2010.

Present – Councillors CJ Cartledge (Chair), J Dietsch, D Jackson, HJ Rodgers, J Shuttleworth, A Schofield & T Wain.

In attendance – CF Cave (Treasurer), J Robins (Clerk), Outseats Parish Councillor J Marsden & 2 members of the public.

Public participation

1. Keith Buxton of Sheffield Road attended to express his concerns about the planning application by the Plough for a marquee in its grounds. He thought it would have an adverse visual impact on Sheffield Road residences and was also concerned about the noise from live bands and discos, particularly late at night. This is discussed further in item 7.1. on the main agenda.

2. Chris Winfield from the Village Centre Group attended to give an update. A volunteer Project Manager had been appointed and the group is planning to raise £10,000 to employ a landscape architect to create two designs for the centre. The choice of design will then be decided by public vote. It is anticipated that the cost of the project will be in the region of £300,000-£400,000. She promised to keep the Council informed of progress.

2. There was no report from District Councillors. Apologies had been received from Cllr J Bevan.

3. There was no report from the Police.

King George’s Field Trust

1. Total funds stand at approximately £29,800.

2. There had been no requests for donations.

3. Accounts for payment. The schedule of accounts for payment totalling £25.00 was approved.

Council meeting

1. Election of Chair and Vice Chair. Cllr Cartledge was elected as Chair, having been proposed by Cllr Jackson and seconded by Cllr Schofield.

 Cllr Rodgers was elected as Vice Chair, having been proposed by Cllr Jackson and seconded by Cllr Schofield.

2. Death of Councillor Richard Wilkinson. The Council was sorry to hear of Richard’s death. He cared about Hathersage and particularly the young people of the village. He brought a different perspective to issues and will be much missed.

3. Apologies.

Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs Olle and Tibenham. 

4. Members declaration of interest.

There were no declarations of interest.

5. Minutes.

The minutes of the meeting held on 30 March were approved.

7. Planning Applications.

7.1. NP/DDD/0410/0309, Plough Inn, Leadmill. Erection of temporary marquee (revised application and acoustic consultancy report).  See also public participation. The Council objected to this application on the following grounds:

· The noise levels will be unacceptable to residents, particularly those at Leadmill and on Sheffield Road. The gala is held in a nearby field and the noise from the evening music events can be clearly heard throughout the village. People accept this as it is a one off annual charitable event but that level of noise throughout the summer is unacceptable. The acoustic report finds that low frequency sound would not be significantly reduced by soundproofing. This particular sound travels a long way. 

· The marquee would be clearly visible from Sheffield Road and residents feel that it would be a huge blot on the landscape. 

· Access to the Plough is difficult and an increased level of traffic entering and leaving the premises could lead to safety issues. 

· Parking appears to be inadequate. 

· The Council believes that the music should not continue after 11.00 pm. 

· If permission is granted it should be temporary for one year only to enable the impact to be monitored.

7.2. NP/DDD/ 0410/0358, 6 The Dale. New porch and extensions to the rear and side. This is a revised application. The Council had objected to the previous application and did not consider that the revised proposal addresses the concerns about the size of the extension which the Council thought was out of proportion and too close to the boundary wall of the property next door.

8. Planning Withdrawals.

8.1. NP/DDD/1209/1095, Plough Inn, Leadmill. Erection of temporary marquee. (revised application submitted. See7.1.)

8.2. NP/DDD/0310/0222 and 223, The Old Bell House, Church Bank. Demolition and replacement of existing garage.

9. Planning Matters.

9.1. Report from PDNPA re Econsultation. 

Whilst there was a positive response from a few parishes, the large majority were not in favour of using the system, or would still like to receive a paper copy. This was largely due to the resource implications or the logistical capabilities of the meeting room/members etc.

10. Review of Insurance Cover. The schedule was accepted with the exception of 

Part A (Material Damage). The Council was unsure whether the correct value had been placed on the Parish Room and the bandstand and it was agreed that these should be valued to ascertain this.

11. Risk Assessment Review. 

11.1. Swimming Pool. This is being reviewed by Ashley Watts, the Professional Adviser for the pool. 

11.2. Other. This was reviewed and accepted

12. Financial matters.

12.1. The 2009/2010 Accounting Statements and Annual Governance Statement sections of the Annual Report were considered and approved. It was reported that the Internal Audit was in progress.

12.2. The monthly accounts as previously circulated were approved

12.3. Accounts for payment totalling £35,169.17 (including £4440.78 VAT) as previously circulated were approved. 

12.4. Councillors Jackson and Rodgers were authorised to sign cheques at the June meeting.

13. Appointment of new Councillor. A vacancy has arisen following the death of Richard Wilkinson. If electors do not request an election, a new councillor will be co-opted at the June meeting. All interested applicants should write to the clerk by 1 June with details of their experience and why they wish to become a councillor.

14. Correspondence.

14.1. A request for a donation from Churchyard Committee of St Michael and All Angels Parish Church had been received. The Council agreed to donate £300.

14.2. A letter had been received from a Sheffield Road resident expressing concern about the potential noise disruption following the planning application by the Plough for a marquee. This is discussed further at 7.1.

14.3. A letter had been received from the Land Registry encouraging the Council to register all its property. All land owned by the Council is registered with the exception of the small lay by above High Lees on Sheffield Road. This will be discussed further at the June meeting.

14.4. The Council decided to renew its membership of the Peak Park Parishes’ Forum for 2010/2011 at an annual cost of £40.

14.5. The annual  Liaison Meeting between Parish Councils and PDNPA will take place on Monday 12 July 2010 at Aldern House, 6.30 pm. Cllr Cartledge & Rodgers and the clerk will attend..

14.6. Development of Credit Union Services across Derbyshire event will take place on Wednesday 26 May from 9.30 am-1.30 pm at Darley Dale. Cllr Cartledge will attend.

14.7. A request to sell ice cream from land in front of the Parish Room had been received. The Council refused this and agreed that the land should only be used for community purposes.

14.8. The police had invited councillors to visit Tideswell to see the up to date CCTV system which had recently been installed. The clerk will arrange a mutually convenient time for the visit.

15. Village Matters.

15.1. The clerk had written asking whether the access code for Brookfield Manor Drive could be publicised in the Annual report. To date no reply has been received.

15.2. A request had been received from the Gala committee to position the well dressing in front of the Parish Room. This has now been withdrawn.

15.3. The Council were notified of the village caretaker’s holiday arrangements. 

15.4. The latest footpaths report had been circulated. Thanks were expressed to the Footpaths Officer for his report.

16. Recreation Committee.  The minutes of the meetings held on 1 & 20 April had been circulated. Representatives from the committee had met Adele Metcalf from PDNPA. She may be able to help with funding applications.

16.1. Cllr Jackson was thanked for his magnificent achievement in securing a rebate of over £47,000 in respect of the swimming pool rates. This will make an extremely valuable contribution to the future of the pool and will be used to help solve the leakage problem.

16.2. The Council approved the holding of a fun night in Gala week subject to the Operations Manager approving the arrangements, particularly with reference to health and safety.

17. Burial Ground. The Council gave its approval in principle for the installation of a bench in memory of Richard Wilkinson but would like to see the design of the seat and engraving.

18. Outseats Parish Council. 

18.1. Cllr Shuttleworth reported on the April meeting, the minutes of which will be circulated in due course. 

18.2. Councillor Olle will represent Hathersage Parish Council at the next meeting of Outseats Parish Council which takes place on Monday 24 May at 7.30 pm in the Methodist Church lounge.
